Dear (Minister, President or Prime Minister),

Last December, the world united in addressing dire global warming issues by signing the Paris Climate Change Agreement.   Please make this planet-saving agreement binding by ratifying it immediately!  
You are aware that at least 55 Parties to the Convention accounting in total for at least an estimated 55 per cent of the total greenhouse gas emissions must deposit their instruments of ratification, acceptance, approval or accession with the Depositary in order for the agreement to take force.  And yet, as of 3 August 2016, only 22 of the 180 States signing the Paris Agreement have deposited their instruments of ratification, acceptance or approval.  They account in total for only 1.08 % of the total global greenhouse gas emissions.  
I notice that our country is yet to ratify the Paris Agreement and I urge you to do so. Without our ratification, and that of other nations, the Paris Agreement will not become a legally binding document and, once again, people will feel that their desire for a serious response to climate change has become nothing but an international talk fest.  Action must be taken!

In Paris, world leaders acknowledged the “need for an effective and progressive response to the urgent threat of climate change on the basis of the best scientific knowledge” by keeping global warming below two degrees Celsius and they agreed that climate change is the concern of all humanity.

The people of this world look to you to collaborate with other leaders in the task of preserving our planet for future generations. The fate of our children and grandchildren lie in the hands of today’s world leaders – do not fail them.

I look forward to celebrating name your country plans for limiting global warming and its ratification of the Paris Agreement.
