     to the videoconference.  This email will include the time of the videoconference and also a 

     link to click on. When it is time for the videoconference to begin, click on the link.  This link 
     will connect you to Zoom Videoconferencing.

2.  As prompted, click “Launch Zoom” and then click “Run” two times for the screens afterward 
     to run the software.

3.  You should now be in the videoconference!  Please note the Settings button on the bottom 

      right in case you should need it.
If you are having trouble with hearing/speaking, please check your speaker and microphone levels in your computer’s audio settings.

If you are having trouble with the video, please check the following:

· Make sure your webcam is turned on and plugged in.

· Try connecting your webcam to a different USB port.

· In Zoom Settings (Video), confirm that the webcam you are using is the one selected and shown.

· Make sure your webcam is not being used by another application on your computer.

· Try restarting your computer.

Helpful Hints:
· Select one person to speak for your group or plan who will speak when.

· Make sure the speaker is close to the microphone.

· Try not to shake the videocamera.

· If you are having problems with feedback, two devices may be too close to each other.

· Make sure your computer’s audio and video cards are up-to-date.
